Guidelines for financial assistance to university teachers for higher studies
1. Any   permanent member of the academic or academic support staff who is registered for a fulltime higher degree at a local or foreign university is entitled to receive financial assistance. Documentary proof of  registration for a postgraduate degree should be submitted along with the application
2. Priority will be given to candidates from the newly established universities, namely Rajarata, Wayamba, Sabaragamuwa, Uwa- Wellassa and Visual and Performing Arts University and Universities and Campuses in the North and the East.
3. Proposals should be submitted through the official channels with recommendation of the, Head of Department. In case of   applicants  registered at  a foreign university, a letter from the supervisor should be submitted stating that  the applicant  has not received financial assistance for the study in question

4. The grant shall not cover allowances for research assistants, field assistants and other support staff or the purchase of equipment.
5. Grants will be awarded on a competitive basis, and will be based on the quality of the proposal, the scientific merit of the study proposed and its relevance. The maximum value of grant shall not exceed Rs. 2.5 million for a Masters degree with a research component and Rs. 3.5 million for a doctoral degree 
6. Successful candidates shall enter into an agreement with the HEIs prior to release of funds

7. Funds should be expended as per the  financial regulations laid down by the General Treasury

8. Progress report   should be submitted on a 6-monthly basis through proper channels. Failure to do so will result in suspension of financial assistance
